FUOMCN Playdough Recipe

(always a good summer-time boredom buster)

1c. flour 1 c. water
1/2 c. salt 1 Tsp il
1 Tsp cream of tartar

Mix together, cook over medium heat until it all clumps together in a
ball. Before cooking, add whatever color, and/or scent you want. I've
used kool-aid, food coloring (liquid or paste), candle oils, soap oils,
potpourri oils. Don't forget the glitter! The biggest trick I have is
using my hand mixer to really mix it together before I cook it.
